CERN access from home:

ACB: http://winservices.web.cern.ch/WinServices/docs/acb/content.asp 

Verify that the two following options of the 'CERN ACB properties' (of your modem connection) are enabled:

'Include Windows logon domain' under the 'Options' tab

‘Client for Microsoft Networks' under the 'Networking' tab.

Verify also that the two WINS server addresses in the "TCP/IP properties' are added as 137.138.16.248 and 137.138.17.248

Once connected to CERN via ACB, you have to attach your NICE home directory to your PC:

· right click 'My computer'

· click 'Map network drive'

· enter your home directory name as: \\cern.ch\dfs\users\x\xxxxx where x is the first letter of your NICE login name and xxxxx is the NICE login name.

· connect to it: Open "My computer", click the network folder, when asked to login to NICE, give your login name as "cern\xxxxxx" and the NICE password.

FTP access to your NICE home directory:

· Connect to CERN via ACB.

· Open a DOS window.

· Type 'ftp cernhome0x.cern.ch' where x is the number of your home directory. You can find it with 'Phonebook', "More Info...' on any PC in CERN.

· Type your NICE login name and password.

· Type 'cd x' where x is the first letter of your NICE login name.

· Type 'cd xyyyy' where xyyyy is your NICE login name.

· Type 'dir' to see the files.

· Use 'get' or 'put' to transfer files (use binary mode).

· You can also use an FTP client: e.g. the one that is integrated into Windows Commander.

Telnet:

This telnet client allows you to adjust the scroll buffer: Tera Term Pro 2.3
The terminal should be set to 80x78 for a 19” screen. Don’t forget to save the set-up before leaving the program.

AFS:

To have direct access to files on Unix machines, you have to install AFS on your local W2000 (or later) PC. When you open the OpenAFS-1.2.2a directory, the INSTALLME.txt file will teach you how to do this.

Hummingbird Exceed allows graphical user interfaces to run. The application can be found in \\cern.ch\dfs\Applications\Hummingbird\Exceed7.1. The whole directory contains 160Mbyte of files and should be copied entirely on the local PC.

VNC gives you direct control of a remote PC. On the PC to be controlled you have to install the server: \\cern.ch\dfs\Divisions\SL\DIV_SL\BI\Sw\Applications\Other Useful Tools\VNC\WinVnc.exe . 
Then from another PC you can launch the client: \\cern.ch\dfs\Divisions\SL\DIV_SL\BI\Sw\Applications\Other\UsefulTools\VNC\vncviewer . 

Or from an X-terminal the client: /user/bisw/bin/hpux/vncviewer . It will demand the name of the remote controlled machine and a password.
